Basic Review Fee. Review fees are based on the airfield, road or railroad portion of the project only.  For example, for a $20M hydrant fuel project that includes $2M of airfield paving, the basic review fee would be $6000.

Lighting/NAVAIDs. Airfield projects that include both pavements and lighting/NAVAIDS will require higher review fees depending on the scope of the airfield lighting/NAVAIDS portion of the project.  Review fees for the airfield lighting/NAVAIDS portion of the project will follow the above schedule; except projects with both airfield lighting and electronic NAVAIDS (ILS, PAR, etc) or for a project (PA of $2.4M for lighting/NAVAIDS) with runway edge lights, runway threshold and ILS relocation, the review fee would be $10,200 (1.7 x $6,000) for airfield lighting/NAVAIDS.

Design-Build. Design-build projects will require approximately 100% higher review fees depending on the size, scope and complexity of the project.  As a minimum, they will require review of the draft RFP and final RFP (developed by the District) and review of the preliminary design and final design (submitted by the design-build contractor).  Additional submittals/reviews may be required to verify that the design criterion is met.

Additional Reviews. Review fees are based on two reviews, preliminary design and final design.  Additional reviews (60%, 100%, additional design-build submittals, etc.) will require approximately 35% higher review fees.

Conferences/Site Visits. Additional funding for labor and travel will be required for review conferences and site visits, when requested by the design district or customer.

Design Budget.  The above fees should be used as a guide for the preparation of a design budget.  Actual fees are design reviews should be negotiated between the design district and the TSMCX.
